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ASF-ACESA Cooperation : Key Context

» Operation is coordinated on a large scale basis
» Cross border Corridor AP7 — A9 (10 Km section beside border ) is in a
constrained environnement :
10 Kms beside border has almost 5% slope
Weather are frequently extrem (snow, wind, rain, etc.)
Number of accidents increase (due to these conditions)
Daily traffic up to 80,000 vehicles in peak period
Except on 2008-2009 (due to economic crisi) traffic increase permanently
8,8% growth of total traffic and 13% of heavy goods vehicles
» Transverse solutions improving operating activities are implemented
Traffic Monitoring and Management Solutions
Traffic Information Service through inter-connection traffic control centers
Different toll experiments was led both by acesa and ASF like PISTA project

» Cooperation between acesa and ASF is a current behaviour since more
than 10 years

* Political will be necessary to launch EETS

* There are not good or bad ETC schemes
each of them are legitimate by its context

* What we have to do is
Respect all contexts in a local or national area
Bring just what we have to add on the national system
Consider that the OBU is a very secure mean of payment
Refuse to break down one of national scheme
Do what you can do with the data stored in OBU
EETS is an additional service of national ETS

* WWe have to build a win to win scheme
