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February 2005: extensive snow chaos in 
Germany. A truck tried to overtake on the left 
lane at a hill, started sliding and crashed into 
the safety fence.

Extra ordinary traffic situation: snow storm

Consequences:

� complete closure of highway

� traffic jam duration: 18 hours

� major problems for the drivers:

� low temperature, shortage of fuel

� shortage of food and drinks

� emergency support by Red Cross

Winter conditions in the Alps – Exemplification 
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Extra ordinary traffic situation: snow storm 

Pilot scheme on BAB 8 started in November 
2008 launched by Bavarian state ministry

� less trucks coming to halt on hills

� faster snow clearance

� less unnecessary traffic jams and

� less accidents on the highway

Management by block dispatching of trucks for snow clearance
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•high accident risk and long traffic jams 

•late or no information for advanced planning 

• only via radio (TMC) or signs (late)

• only one language

• many unnecessary information 

•but lack of important information:

� Where are suitable parking spaces?

� Are there additional aid services?

� How long will it last?
