Determination of strategies to implement with the help of
VMS:

- Travel time

- Traffic conditions (congestion,...)
- Variable speed

- Rerouting

- Closing of a lane

- Determination of a level of an incident: proportional to the
geographical impact

- High level >>>> VMS far upstream of the event
